Survey Landranger 27 NJ 046 595)
Location 2, Spynie Palace (Pitgaveney) is approximately 13 miles from Sueno’s Stone. To
drive there take the A96 eastwards to Elgin. As you approach Elgin, tum left on to Morriston
Road at the Eight Acres hotel. Follow Morriston Road for 1.2 miles then go left at the junction with
the A941 North Street Mews. Continue along the A941 Lossiemouth Road for 1.6 miles then tum
 right at the signpost for Spynie Palace. There is a car park available. Note that Spynie Palace is
in the care of Historic Scotland and there is an admission charge. -
ation 3, Elgin Museum, is approximately 3 miles from Spynie Palace.
